from your pastor’s desk

Time for change! How about in your own life?

If you are a Christian, then you are new. This is plainly
stated in the Bible, “Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he
is a new creation. The old has passed away; behold,
the new has come” (2 Cor. 5:17).

And where does this newness in your life come from?
It comes from the grace of faith in Jesus Christ as the
Savior of your soul and Lord of your life. It comes
when you are transformed by the effective and
powerful working of God. It comes from a new heart.

The Lord says, “I will give you a new heart, and a new
spirit | will put within you.
